On behalf of Carlsberg Malaysia, thank you for being here today. It is
my honour to share a few words together with our partners of the
Safer School initiative - Hua Zong and the Federation of Chinese
Associations Sabah (Y4£5).

Carlsberg Malaysia launched Safer Schools in early April to provide
peace of mind to teachers, parents and students when schools reopen
amid Covid-19. This is through our donation of 3,600 thermometers
plus additional disinfection services for selected schools in high-risk
areas, benefitting an estimated 1 million schoolchildren.

Today, we are marking the handover of thermometers to 80 Sabahan
schools which will each receive at least two thermometers. From this
number, 11 schools will also receive disinfection services when classes
resume. Altogether, the contribution to Sabahan schools represents
RM54,000 in value benefitting an estimated 43,000 students.

In these trying times, we believe this initiative is a timely and
invaluable contribution in line with Carlsberg’s purpose of Brewing for
a Better Today & Tomorrow. We are doubly appreciative of the
support of our consumers, customers and communities in Sabah and

are humbled to contribute towards our recovery as a society through
this gesture.

The Safer Schools initiative is part of Carlsberg Malaysia’s
extraordinary measures during the Covid-19 pandemic for our
customers, consumers, and communities, which we call “Safer
Together”.

In May, we announced a RM3.5 million fund to help 1,000 coffee shop
owners. This fund will help pay for their utility bills such as electricity
and water for 3 months, and we’re also having a consumer promotion
for Carlsberg Smooth Draught where we contribute 50 sen to
coffeeshop owners for every sale of a big bottle. In Sabah, 37 coffee
shops are supported for their utility bills while 71 are participating in
the Carlsberg Smooth Draught promotion.

To help our bar, restaurant and bistro customers, Carlsberg also
introduced Adopt a Keg which rewards consumers with a total of
20,000 free beers just by registering at
AdoptAKeg.Carlsberg.Com.MY and scanning the bar code of
Carlsberg cans or bottles. When bars reopen, consumers can claim
their free beer at participating outlets throughout Malaysia and
support their local bars with a special promotion of 100 glasses for
only RM500 that they can enjoy with their friends over the next few
months.

All these initiatives would not be possible without the loyalty from our
customers and the support from our consumers. Having been in
Malaysia as an established brewer for 50 years, we look forward to
playing our role in our shared success and future together.
